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The school library is the center for collecting, organizing and using information
resources, and is therefore an indispensable part of school teaching activities.
Teachers could better choose teaching materials, develop curriculum, and evaluate
programs with school librarians’ support. Library literatures show that teacher and
media specialist collaboration can effectively enhance student learning. This study
analyses the teaching support levels in “coordination”, “cooperation” and
“collaboration”, according to the relationship between teachers and |ibrarians.
Besides, the article introduces the models of instructional consulting. In addition,
the study also provides strategies to upgrade the teaching support level. Finally,
suggestions are made for future consideration.
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
